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Education Theme for 2015 
Honey, I Shrunk the Lawn! ï In urban and suburban areas, lawns can be a significant contributor to 
nonpoint source pollution.  Compacted soils, short-rooted turf grass and excessive use of fertilizers 
and other lawn care chemicals cause lawns to generate increased amounts of runoff, nutrients, 
pesticides and herbicides, all of which negatively impact the health of aquatic systems.  By replacing 
portions of turfed, traditionally managed lawn area with native trees, shrubs, wildflowers and/or 
grasses, the negative impact of lawns on water quality is also reduced.  Likewise, simple changes in 
lawn management practices can reduce the pollution contribution from lawns.
